	EPA allows data that have been directly influenced by exceptional and/or natural events (e.g., caused by blowing dust from major storms) to be excluded in the determination of exceedances and NAAQS violations for State Implementation Plan (SIP) purposes. The Arizona Department of Environmental Quality is holding an Exceptional Events stakeholder meeting on March 19, 2009. This meeting is being held to present and discuss draft demonstrations of Exceptional Events that occurred in the second half of 2008. There will also be a discussion of the exceptional event that occurred in Buckeye on March 2, 2008. 

ADEQ has notified the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) of information regarding exceptional events that resulted in exceedances of the 24-hour PM10 National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) and the Limited Maintenance Plan threshold concentrations throughout the State of Arizona during 2008.  After preliminary investigations of the extreme natural conditions that caused the exceedances, ADEQ has determined that the aforementioned high PM10 concentrations were caused by exceptional events.  The events that have been flagged in the Air Quality Subsystem (AQS) are listed in the table below.

ADEQ staff is working with EPA staff to add certain components to the assessment reports that will  improve clarity and better document the conditions that caused the exceedances.  These should be finalized in the next few months and will be posted to the ADEQ Web site for a formal 30-day review and comment period.
