Description: This course introduces the various natural, technological, and civil hazards to which electric
power systems may be vulnerable and the potential effects the hazard may induce. Measures to reduce
risk are discussed along with the importance of integration the full range of capabilities and emergency
response organizations when developing a response plan. Participants review the responsibilities of
utilities during incident recovery, organize information for presentation to the public and media during
an incident, and discuss activities involved in disaster planning.
