You may change existing registered drywell owner information by sending this completed form to the address below along with a $50.00 transfer fee, per drywell. 
DRYWELL REQUIREMENTS
Drywells can only receive storm water runoff or discharges that are exempt per A.R.S. §49-250.  If other fluids have been directed to the drywell, it is subject to Aquifer Protection Permit (APP) and/or closure requirements and may be considered an underground injection well that requires both ADEQ and USEPA permitting. Spills to the drywell may also trigger permitting, clean closure, or enforcement actions. 
An APP is required for any drywell located in an area where hazardous substances are used, stored, treated or loaded. The permitting requirement may not apply if the Site Plan clearly demonstrates that the site is graded or engineered such that drywell(s) cannot receive runoff or spills from chemical handling areas.
Fees

There is a $50.00 transfer fee, per drywell.
How Long Does it Take

As soon as you submit the application and appropriate fee, ADEQ will send you a notice confirming receipt of your drywell(s) change of ownership.

Pursuant to A.R.S. § 41-1030:


ADEQ shall not base a licensing decision, in whole or in part, on a requirement or condition not specifically authorized by statute or rule. General authority in a statute does not authorize a requirement or condition unless a rule is made pursuant to it that specifically authorizes the requirement or condition.


Prohibited licensing decisions may be challenged in a private civil action.  Relief may be awarded to the prevailing party against ADEQ, including reasonable attorney fees, damages, and all fees associated with the license application.  


ADEQ employees may not intentionally or knowingly violate the requirement for specific licensing authority. Violation is cause for disciplinary action or dismissal, pursuant to ADEQ’s adopted personnel policy.  ADEQ employees are still afforded the immunity in A.R.S. §§ 12-821.01 and 12-820.02. 
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
