Procedure:
This procedure is used to describe your community’s Environmental Policy.

In a community or special district, the governing body is those who are the elected representatives.
SCEPP/2.01 F1 Example Environmental Policy can be adapted for use by your community.  It is important that procedures document that the policy is reviewed annually by your community’s governing body identified by Name-Title of person and Names of members of the responsible management group as part of the management review; describe how it is communicated to all personnel; and how it is made available to the public as required in SCEPP/9.01 Communications & Registry of Stakeholders Procedure.  The governing body’s review determines if the policy is appropriate to the nature, scale and environmental impacts of operations/activities covered by the SCEPP. 

The example includes text which states the [town/municipal] has a publicly available Environmental Policy that has been endorsed by the governing body [Name, Title, person(s) and group(s)].  The policy sets forth the environmental commitments of the [town/city], which covers all activities within the defined SCEPP boundary and includes:
· A commitment to continual improvement.
· A commitment to pollution prevention.
· A commitment to compliance with relevant environmental legislation, statutes, rules and regulations.
