ADEQ and its partners -- Whole Foods Market, Arizona Lost Boys (of Sudan) Center and 
Westech Recyclers of Phoenix -- anticipate collecting tons of unwanted televisions, 
computer equipment, monitors, batteries, chargers, cell phones, VCRs, CD and DVD 
players, printers, small appliances, fax machines, stereos, cables and cords during the 
event. 
 
“We are excited about partnering with the Whole Foods markets in the Valley for the 
second straight year to do a free e-waste recycling event,” ADEQ Director Henry Darwin 
said. “This is a great opportunity for people to dispose of all the unwanted electronics 
they have collected over the years while at the same time ensuring that this potentially 
toxic stream of waste is disposed of responsibly and does not take up valuable landfill 
space.”
